Regarding the Change in Summer Vacation Period 

 
As we welcome the early signs of spring, we are pleased to hear that all parents and 

guardians are doing well. We would also like to express our sincere appreciation for your 
continued understanding and support of our city’s educational activities. 

In recent years, the extreme heat during the summer has become a nationwide issue. Up to 
now, each school has prioritized the health and safety of students by taking measures to 
prevent heatstroke, such as restricting outdoor activities and adjusting the content of lessons 
conducted outside. 

 
However, cases of heatstroke occurring under school supervision have been reported in 

various regions, and the risk of heatstroke during educational activities—particularly in August
—is expected to be extremely high. 

 
 

Therefore, in order to reduce the risk of heatstroke during commuting to and from school and 
daily school activities after the summer break, the municipal elementary and junior high schools 
have decided to change the summer vacation period as outlined below, starting from the 2026 
school year. 

 
 

We understand that these changes may cause concern or inconvenience for parents and 
guardians, and we sincerely apologize for any burden this may place on you. We kindly ask for 
your understanding and cooperation as we work to protect the lives and well-being of our 
students.
